State set for growth

QUEENSLAND is poised to
lead the economic re-
surgence of Australia and
local small and medium
businesses will be the big
winners.

Premier Anna Bligh,
speaking at a southeast Bris-
bane Chamber of Commerce
breakfast last week, said
Queensland is set to record

a 5 per cent increase in
growth over the next 12
months.

That will come largely on
the back of a $60 billion
increase in export as BG
Group and the China Nation-
al Offshore Oil Corporation
commence the extraction of
liquefied natural gas in cen-
tral Queensland.

That, coupled with a host
of State Government funding
initiatives, is set to push
Queensland’s growth out to
5 per cent.

At the breakfast Ms Bligh
also outlined a $15 billion
infrastructure program for
the State Government and a
$100 million injection into
Smart State initiatives.
